Some of the points addressed by David Wittum (FEMA), Francis “Shorty” Bourke, (OEM Deputy Public

SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 

ATTACHMENT B 
 
B. SCOPE OF SERVICES.   The Scope of Services shall be amended to include the services 

as follows: 
 
1) Project Management Services 
 
a. Project Management Services to be provided include but are not limited to: 
 

i. maintain CED#1 overall 5 year plan 
ii. provide program and project status updates 

iii. collect project status information on current year and 2 subsequent years 
iv. provide new commissioner training 
v. plan and schedule up to three special events 

vi. attend required meetings (related to road & bridge programs) 
vii. monitor policy changes and analyze their effect on CED (ODOT & legislative) 

 
2) On-Call Engineering Services 
 
a. On-Call Engineering Services will be provided to Nowata, Ottawa, Craig, Pawnee, 

Mayes, and Delaware Counties within CED#1. These services will be provided at an 
hourly rate at the request of the CED#1 or Commissioner. The hourly rates shall be 
established as: 

 
  Principal Professional Engineer......$ 125 
  Senior Professional Engineer..........$ 120 
  Junior Professional Engineer ............$ 80 
  Engineer-in-Training.........................$ 65 
  Registered Land Surveyor.................$ 85 
  Survey Crew....................................$ 140 
  CADD Technician ............................$ 65 
  Engineering/GIS Technician.............$ 60 
  Administrative...................................$ 65 
  Sub-Contract Services.............AT COST 
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b. The consultant shall track all workhours and expenditures necessary to complete the 
requested task. On-Call Engineering Services shall include but not be limited to: 

 
i. hydraulic calculations 

ii. drainage analysis 
iii. structural analysis 
iv. field meetings 
v. FEMA and other cost estimates 

vi. attendance at meetings (i.e. councils, landowner, public, or floodplain meetings) 
vii. design services (less than force account requirements) 

viii. coordinate funding with outside agencies (BIA, FEMA, etc) 
ix. legislative interaction programs (state & national) 
x. and other engineering related services as required 

 
c. No individual On-Call Engineering Service shall exceed eight thousand dollars 

($8,000) without the approval of the CED#1. Cumulative On-Call Engineering 
Services shall not exceed forty thousand ($40,000) for the term of this contract (one 
year) unless otherwise authorized by the CED#1. 

 
d. When the cumulative limitation has been reached, the CED#1 may authorize additional 

funds for additional On-Call Engineering Services. If no additional funds are provided 
by CED#1, each County may have the option of using the On-Call Engineering 
Services and CED#1 shall be reimbursed by the County for which the service was 
received. The County shall reimburse CED#1 within 30 days of request of payment. 

 
3) Construction Inspection Services 
 
a. Construction Inspection Services will be investigated. Guy Engineering Services will 

report back to CED#1 within 3 months of this executed contract with a plan to 
implement within 6 months of this executed contract. This contract may be further 
modified based on the approved plan to incorporate construction inspection services. 

 
B.1. ENGINEER agrees to provide these services through July 31, 2011. At the option of the 

CED#1, with the concurrence of the ENGINEER, the Contract shall be extended for 1 
additional 1 year term. 

 
B.2. Contract Termination: At the end of each year, the CED#1 or the ENGINEER may 

unilaterally terminate the contract with written notice 90 days prior to the end of the 
current year. If the ENGINEER or the CED#1 does not receive written notice to 
terminate within 90 days of the end of the current year, then the contract will continue for 
another option year by default. 
 

B.3. Contract Extension: A written notice to accept the next option year shall be transmitted 
90 days prior to the end of the current year. If the ENGINEER does not receive written 
notice to accept the next option year within 90 days of the end of the current year then the 
contract will continue for another option year by default.

D. COMPENSATION. The CED#1 agrees to pay ENGINEER, as compensation for services 

set forth in Attachment B, SCOPE OF SERVICES, the following fees. 
 
D.1. For Project Management Services, the ENGINEER will issue monthly invoices in 12 

equal parts, payable within 30 calendar days of receipt of invoice. Invoices shall be 
accompanied by documentation for work done during that month. The project 
management services performed by the ENGINEER shall not exceed one hundred 
thirteen thousand seven hundred seventy five dollars ($113,775). 

 
D.2. For On-Call Engineering Services, the ENGINEER will issue monthly invoices, payable 

within 30 calendar days of receipt of invoice. These services shall be tracked individually 
and shall identify the County and the description of services provided. The On-Call 
Engineering Services performed by the ENGINEER shall not exceed eight thousand 
dollars ($8,000) per individual task.  

 
 The cumulative amount shall not exceed forty thousand dollars ($40,000) within the 

contract year.

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b. The consultant shall track all workhours and expenditures necessary to complete the 
requested task. On-Call Engineering Services shall include but not be limited to: 

 
i. hydraulic calculations 

ii. drainage analysis 
iii. structural analysis 
iv. field meetings 
v. FEMA and other cost estimates 

vi. attendance at meetings (related to road & bridge programs) 
vii. design services (less than force account requirements) 

viii. coordinate funding with outside agencies (BIA, FEMA, etc) 
ix. legislative interaction programs (state & national) 
x. and other engineering related services as required 

 
c. No individual On-Call Engineering Service shall exceed eight thousand dollars 

($8,000) without the approval of the CED#1. Cumulative On-Call Engineering 
Services shall not exceed forty thousand ($40,000) for the term of this contract (one 
year) unless otherwise authorized by the CED#1. 

 
d. When the cumulative limitation has been reached, the CED#1 may authorize additional 

funds for additional On-Call Engineering Services. If no additional funds are provided 
by CED#1, each County may have the option of using the On-Call Engineering 
Services and CED#1 shall be reimbursed by the County for which the service was 
received. The County shall reimburse CED#1 within 30 days of request of payment. 

 
3) Construction Inspection Services 
 
a. Construction Inspection Services will be investigated. Guy Engineering Services will 

report back to CED#1 within 3 months of this executed contract with a plan to 
implement within 6 months of this executed contract. This contract may be further 
modified based on the approved plan to incorporate construction inspection services. 

 
B.1. ENGINEER agrees to provide these services through July 31, 2011. At the option of the 

CED#1, with the concurrence of the ENGINEER, the Contract shall be extended for 1 
additional 1 year term. 

 
B.2. Contract Termination: At the end of each year, the CED#1 or the ENGINEER may 

unilaterally terminate the contract with written notice 90 days prior to the end of the 
current year. If the ENGINEER or the CED#1 does not receive written notice to 
terminate within 90 days of the end of the current year, then the contract will continue for 
another option year by default. 
 

B.3. Contract Extension: A written notice to accept the next option year shall be transmitted 
90 days prior to the end of the current year. If the ENGINEER does not receive written 
notice to accept the next option year within 90 days of the end of the current year then the 
contract will continue for another option year by default.

D. COMPENSATION. The CED#1 agrees to pay ENGINEER, as compensation for services 

set forth in Attachment B, SCOPE OF SERVICES, the following fees. 
 
D.1. For Project Management Services, the ENGINEER will issue monthly invoices in 12 

equal parts, payable within 30 calendar days of receipt of invoice. Invoices shall be 
accompanied by documentation for work done during that month. The project 
management services performed by the ENGINEER shall not exceed ninety one thousand 
five hundred seventy five ($91,575). 

 
D.2. For On-Call Engineering Services, the ENGINEER will issue monthly invoices, payable 

within 30 calendar days of receipt of invoice. These services shall be tracked individually 
and shall identify the County and the description of services provided. The On-Call 
Engineering Services performed by the ENGINEER shall not exceed eight thousand 
dollars ($8,000) per individual task.  

 
 The cumulative amount shall not exceed forty thousand dollars ($40,000) within the 

contract year. 
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
